Catalan sports organisations and their international presence
In 1876 the Catalan civil society begun to become more and more interested in knowing hidden spots
of our geography. The different and new industrial society associations promoted the discovery of
landscapes and not very well known places such as; Cadí mountains, Pedraforca and so on. This interest
in knowing History and Geography allowed them to get in touch with other groups and achieve the
organisation of sports events.

All of this, turned into a chance to be an active part in the foundation of the Climbing International
Federation and organise the Congress of this Federation in Barcelona in 1936.

Another activity that has enhanced Catalan sports organisations in the international field has been the
Matagalls-Montserrat long distance running. Also, it  is worth mentioning that the FEEC (Federation of
Catalonia’s Trekking Associations) is fully acknowledged in the international field because of the active
role that took in the foundation of CISAC (Climbing and Ski Competition International Committee).

Therefore, there are many activities by which Catalan sports organisations are well known worldwide.
Eventually, efforts and actions in the international field have to be made in order to go on with the
international acknowledgement of Catalan sports organisations.

How Esperanto can help in the international acknowledgement
of Catalunya?
In  1909, the 5th Universal Esperanto Congress took place in Barcelona and  a large part of the assistants
who came from abroad, were informed by local members of the congress about the true version of the
incidents and riots that happened during the Setmana Tràgica.

Also, in 1925 it was published the Kataluna Antologio, an anthology of Catalan literature in Esperanto. In
1931, it came out its second edition and so, our language and culture were known throughout the
Esperanto speaking world.

During the Spanish Civil War in 1936-1939, the Propaganda service of the Generalitat (Catalan government)
published posters, leaflets and booklets in Esperanto. Due to this, many of the international brigadiers
that came to stand up for the Republic were Esperanto speakers. Because of this, Esperanto language
was banned during the time when  fascists were in power.

The profits of a neutral and easy-to-learn language like Esperanto might help small nations to get to know
one another and express solidarity in the international field. For instance, the Rotary International
Congress that took place in Barcelona in June had an Esperanto translation service.

Thus, Esperanto, by being an easy-to-learn language, is so helpful for nations that fight for its acknowledgement
and it can provide Catalunya with an efficient and fluent communication among small nations.
